CAMPAIGN AGAINST CORPORAL PUNISHMENT

What is corporal punishment? 
Physical punishment includes hitting or striking  a child with the hand or with an object   ( such as a cane, belt, whip, shoe , and so on ) ; kicking , twisting, shaking or throwing a child , pinching or pulling their hair ; forcing a child in an uncomfortable or undignified position, or to take excessive physical exercise ; burning or scarring a child ( and the threat of any of these). Humiliating or degrading punishment, including psychological punishment, verbal abuse, ridicule or isolation, may also be considered corporal punishment. 

Causes:

· Student feels fear and can remind each and every thing that is taught in schools.

· If a student is beaten in front of others than they feel that if we will not memorize our work same exercise would be made with us.

· That is the only tool by which one can change one’s behavior.

· Lack of knowledge in teachers so cross-queries from students cause the insult of them 

· Making noise in the class in the absent of teachers 

· Tuition culture if any students who read somewhere at other teacher than class teacher punishes. 

· To make fair-copies, irregularities and in Cleanness and take their (teachers) domestic work are also come under the umbrella of corporal punishment

· Because of Parent’s enmity with teachers suffer students.

· Teachers feel themselves as king of school they don’t feel any fear from state and parents. 

· In many cases parents and teachers punish children to vent their own anger, frustrations and deprivations. 

· Schools with poor resources and staffed by frustrated teachers only serve to exacerbate the problem of corporal punishment.

· Teaching is not child centered and teachers are not rewarded for quality and are forced to teach in poor learning environment. 

· Pupil-teacher ratios are quite high and one teacher often has to juggle multiple age groups of children single –handedly. 

· Doing blood-sucking job but don’t getting such rewards as they deserve. 

· New introduced high level Curriculum about which teachers are almost unknown.

· All these above difficulties increase the tendency towards corporal punishment.

Legislation and Prosecution:
The Holy Prophet (Peace Be upon Him) said, “Be generous and kind and noble to your children and make their manners good and beautiful”. He also said to treat children under seven with tenderness and compassion, children from seven to fourteen years of age with care and concern and from children older than fifteen wit trust and cooperation.
Pakistan is a signatory to the UNCRC which clearly prohibits corporal punishment of children through multiple articles on the best of child, survival and development and

protection from abuse and neglect. Article 37 on torture and deprivation of liberty says

That state parties must ensure that “no child should be subjected to torture or other cruel, inhumane and degrading treatment of punishment”. Besides, sections 323 and 325 of the Pakistan Penal Code (PPC) also ban any physical punishment to the children. The Punjab Destitute and Neglected Children Act 2004 and the Sindh Children Act 1955 both prohibit. In whole Pakistan, education department of all the provinces have banned on corporal punishment.

Recommendations:

· School teachers need to be extensively trained in pupil-centered teaching techniques and positive discipline practices to make schools child-friendly.

· Capacity building in human resource management is required for school managers to help them manage school resources to ensure creation of a learning environment in schools. 

· In the public sectors, schools implementation of policies on teacher-student ratio, appointment of local teachers and ban on corporal punishment in letter and spirit can improve environment.

· To improve the school environment, child empowerment is imperative. Teachers and children are required to be trained in children’s rights as stipulated UNCRC, which will lead to children’s empowerment and their participation in schools affairs. 

· SMCs (school Management Committees) should be activated and well-reputed men to be taken besides funds should be used properly. 

· Convention on the rights of child ought to be included in Curriculum.

· Curriculum should be given as per the mental approach of children.

· District seniors teachers committee should be made and curriculum for class 1st to 5th to be made by them noticing mentalities of the students. 

· Extra-curriculum activities must be done to develop the capacity building. 

· Carrier counseling should be conducted as students can know how about their future. 

· Schools material as, (science halls, books for libraries, peons, sweepers, furniture, teachers) should e provided. 

· Libraries should be activated.

CAMPAIGN AGAINST CORPORAL PUNISHMENT

· It was decided in the CRC meeting that the campaign against corporal punishment will be started. Keeping such ideas into mind Mr. Sajid and Vishan met with EDO (Education) Mr. Achar Abid on 19th January at his office. He appreciated the work of CRC and also to taking such initiatives, fully cooperated and permitted to do so at any school of district. He further said if he had time than he would participate.

Govt. Middle School Malnhore Vena.

·  First Lecture was held on 24th January at Govt. Middle School Malnhore Vena. Teachers and villagers participated in that meaningful occasion. Partab Shivani initially introduced CRC (convention on the rights of child), its charter, Sparc’s aims and objectives, CRC’s (Child Rights committee) work and Corporal Punishment. Later Sajid Bajeer CO BL Project and other teachers and villagers shared their ideas. Questions were asked and responded.

Govt. Primary School Parha Colony Mithi

· On 26th   January at Govt. Primary school Parha colony Mithi the lecture was held. Mr. Sajid made intro of CRC besides Bonded-labor. Sharing their views Mr. Partab told about corporal punishment and concerned laws. He also told new teaching methods and technologies which were being adopted.  Deep Academy

· On 27th January at private school named Deep academy above continuity was continued. Mr. Sajid thanked Principal of Deep academy Apa.Kamla for her kind cooperation. He further told to hall about CRCs objectives. Mr. Partab told generally about violation on the rights of child focusing corporal punishment.
